DEATH TOLL IN TURKEY DUE TO CORONAVIRUS INCREASED BY 48 AND REACHED 4.055 PEOPLE
Fahrettin Koca, Minister of Health, has announced the latest data regarding coronavirus in Turkey. According to
the data announced by Minister Koca, 1.708 people were diagnosed with Covid-19 in the last 24 hours, while 48
people lost their lives. Total number of cases turned out to be 146.457 people, while total death toll reached
4.055.

TURKISH MEDICAL ASSOCIATION: ‘DEATH NUMBERS ARE NOT TRANSPARENT’
Turkish Medical Association Central Council has announced two-month coronavirus report. It is emphasized on
the report that death and case numbers are given only on PCR tests and these figures are not transparent.

VACCINE TRIALS TO BEGIN ON ANIMALS

Bekir Pakdemirli, Minister of Agriculture and Forestry, has made announcement about vaccine studies. Minister
Pakdemirli, stating that they will begin vaccine trials on animals, said “it is a study that will continue until
September. It will be an example study for future vaccine trials.”

DR. KOCAK: WE DID WHAT THE USA WAS UNABLE TO DO

Dr. Hakan Kogak, CEO of the company, which produces local coronavirus drug, has explained the studies they
realize against the new type coronavirus pandemic. Kogak said “USA was unable to produce this drug as they
couldn’t get raw materials from India. Thanks to our long-lasting international cooperation agreements, we
received them and made our own production.”

MINISTER AKAR: DISCHARGES TO BEGIN ON MAY 31
Hulusi Akar, Minister of National Defense, said “we plan to start discharges as of May 31, then call new soldiers
as of June 5. Paid calls will begin as of June 20.”

HOURS ALLOWED FOR PEOPLE ABOVE THE AGE OF 65 HAVE CHANGED
Due to increasing temperature, with the instructions of President Erdogan, people above the age of 65 will be
allowed outside between 12:00 — 18:00.

DATE FOR OPENING MOSQUES HAS BEEN DETERMINED
Ali Erbas, Chairman of the Directorate of Religious Affairs, has announced that prayers will be made in gardens
of mosques as of June 12.

BAN FOR AIR-CONDITIONED CLIMAZATION TO SHOPPING CENTERS IN ISTANBUL

Ban will be applied to air-conditioned climatization at shopping centers about which scientists are worried that
they will spread the virus even more. The first ban started at shopping centers in Istanbul. Shopping centers will
be ventilated with 100% clean air only.

HIGH SPEED TRAIN TRIPS TO BEGIN AFTER THE FEAST
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Turkish State Railways (TCDD) will begin High Speed Train (YHT) trips, which were suspended due to coronavirus
pandemic, again after the feast (June 1 to the most).

STATEMENT BY TURKISH FOOTBALL FEDERATION ABOUT THE BEGINNING DATE OF LEAGUES
Turkish Football Federation has expressed that June 12 as the date announced for beginning leagues is taken as
a decision for now only, however their most important priority is health.

KIZILHAN: COVID-19 SIGNS WERE FOUND ON MY LUNGS DESPITE NEGATIVE RESULT FROM PCR TEST

Burak Kizilhan, Secretary General of Fenerbahce Club, has announced that he was diagnosed with the new type
coronavirus. Kizilhan said “even though my PCR test came out negative, Covid-19 signs were found on my lungs.
14-day quarantine period has started for me, 1 week has passed.”

DEATH TOLL DUE TO CORONAVIRUS IN THE WORLD EXCEEDED 300 THOUSAND PEOPLE

According to “Worldometer” webpage, where data related to countries and regions where new type
coronavirus cases are derived, death toll due to Covid-19 in the world has reached 308.652 people, while
number of cases reached 628.228 people. The highest death toll has been experienced in the USA with 88.507
people, while the UK follows with 33.998 deaths, Italy with 31.610 deaths, France with 27.529 deaths, Spain
with 27.459 deaths.
